The Brownfield Redevelopment Authority met pursuant to adjournment in the Annex Conference Room on Thursday, June 4, 2009.


Chairman Swift called the meeting to order at 10:00 A.M.

Motion:  Hinbern/Dirschell to approve the agenda.  MOTION CARRIED.

Motion:  Hinbern/Houtz to approve minutes of May 14, 2009.  MOTION CARRIED.

Commissioner Jerry Hubbard spoke in public comment.  He serves as County Liaison to the Substance Abuse Task Force (SATF).  The SATF is concerned with getting METH Labs added to the inventory.  There was discussion about adding a location without property owner approval and if added, the continuing liability of the owner.  Dave (AKT) suggested that there may be assessment or clean-up funding specifically dedicated to METH Labs supported by the EPA.  Administrator Norman will investigate this possibility and report to the Authority at the next meeting in July, 2009.

A Web Site Demonstration was conducted and the Authority was impressed by the site.  Chair Swift asked if we could provide a Press Release indicating that the site was operational.  Director Hinbern asked to have the site location map attached to the site.

Administrator Norman explained the procedure for submitting mileage.  Directors will submit mileage requests at each meeting.  Requests must be submitted within 60 days for payment.

Administrator Norman explained the procedure for submitting per diem.  Directors will submit per diem requests at each meeting.  The additional paperwork will be submitted at the next meeting in July, 2009.

The travel budget was reviewed and the Authority discussed the issue of attending the Brownfield Conference in November, 2009.  AKT explained that it is difficult to transfer funds from assessment to travel, but easier to transfer from travel to assessment.  The Directors would like to discuss the necessity of attending the Conference or using the funds to attend closer conferences.  This will be discussed at the next meeting in July, 2009.

The supplies budget was reviewed.  The Authority asked Administrator Norman to discuss with the County IT Department and develop priorities and options for a supply purchase for automation support and present at the next meeting in July, 2009.  The Authority acknowledged the purchase of binders for organization.  Director Andrews suggested that supplies like paperwork, pro-rated time using the projector, etc. should be assessed toward the supplies budget.

AKT delivered an update on the Speedrack project.  The Authority was informed that the Sampling Plan was approved by EPA.  Field work is scheduled for next week and AKT will give a more thorough update at the next meeting in July, 2009.

Administration Norman presented the updated Site Selection Criteria with changes noted by the Authority from the May meeting.  The Authority acknowledged the changes.

AKT reviewed the Site Selection update.  AKT will fill in as much as possible in the remaining categories and prepare a map and present it for review at the next meeting.  AKT explained that a Community Outreach serves as a good mechanism for gaining additional sites.  Chair Swift asked if there is a requirement for one or two Community Outreach programs.  Administrator Norman will determine and inform the Authority at the next meeting in July, 2009.  Additionally, Administrator Norman will present a recommendation for Community Outreach dates/times/locations at the next meeting in July, 2009.  The Authority asked AKT to focus on sites that are not in use in preparation for the review at the next meeting.

Administrator Norman presented the updated By-Laws.  Houtz/Dirschell approved the By-Laws.  MOTION CARRIED.  Chair Swift asked to verify if the By-Laws had to be passed by the Board of Commissioners.

Administrator Norman informed the Authority that the U.S. EPA had planned visits to meet with the Board of Commissioners at their Board Meeting on June 23.  The U.S. EPA will attend the July, 2009 BCBRA meeting and will visit sites with the Administrator and AKT Peerless.

The Authority decided to add 830 Burr Oak Road, Bronson, MI to the inventory.

Chair Swift asked about TIF capture and AKT explained that the possibility existed for Speedrack, but not for Bronson site.
